Authors must keep their camera-ready paper in the A4 paper size, Times New Roman font is strictly required, all margins, line spaces and text fonts shall be according to this template, and page numbers should not be added. 
2. Sumbission

Authors are fully responsible for the content/originality of the paper and for the English language quality of the text. Therefore, it is necessary for the complete text of papers to be thoroughly checked or proof-read by an English language expert.

3. Paper Text Formatting 
Papers have to be written in good English using either UK or US spelling. The minimum length of the paper should not exceed 10 pages including illustrations, tables and references. The file size should not exceed 10 MB.

3.3. Mathematical Formulae

the text following an equation has to be a new paragraph. Equations have to be punctuated as regular text.
3.4. Footnotes and Acronyms
Footnotes should be avoided. Acronyms have to be spelled out on their first use, followed by the acronym in parentheses.
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Reference list style has to be the APA7 style. Some basic rules of APA7 citations: In-text citations include the last name of the author followed by a comma and the publication year enclosed in parentheses, (e.g., (Jones, 1998, p. 5)), which refer to the full citation listed in the reference list at the end of the paper. The reference list is organized alphabetically. In the in-text citation. If you are quoting directly, the page number should be included, if there is a page number: (Louie, 2023, p. 117). If you are paraphrasing, the page number is not required. It is not necessary to make in-text citation in abstract. If you refer to the author's name in a sentence you do not have to include the name again as part of your in-text citation. Instead include the date after the name and the page number (if there is one) at the end of the quotation or paraphrased section. For example: As Srinivasan and Collard (2023) point out, conservation programs have actively caused harm to one form of non-human wildlife in order to protect some other aspect of nature or biodiversity (p. 289-290).
When citing multiple works at once, place them in parentheses, separated by semicolons and listed in alphabetical order by the author's last name. Example: (Coates, 2005; McMinn, 2003; Ng et al., 2007).
Foreign sources must be indicated in the original language.
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
